Arden William “Billy” Stewart, 75, of Greer, SC, passed away at home on
Tuesday, December 19, 2023, after a 26 year battle with Parkinson’s disease. 
A native of Greer, South Carolina with strong ties to Newberry, South Carolina,
and the Four Holes community of Orangeburg, South Carolina. He was born
on January 31, 1948, to the late Arden J. and Effie Forrester Stewart. After
graduating from Orangeburg High School, Billy went on to Clemson University
where he studied mechanical engineering and finished his degree in 1970. He
spent most of his career in road construction and civil engineering. He was a
long-time member of Taylors First Baptist Church, where he served as a
deacon and Sunday School teacher for many years. He served his community
as a commissioner for the Pelham-Batesville Fire Department in Greer, South
Carolina for over 20 years. He was loved by everyone who knew him and
never met a stranger. His favorite things were fishing, playing the piano,
bluegrass music, and his nieces, nephews, and grandchildren. He will be
remembered as a loyal and kind man of God with an incredibly positive
outlook. Billy trusted the Lord no matter what and is now healed and whole.
