
F. Bruce Howell
January 4, 1927 - May 27, 2024

Furman Bruce Howell, 97, of Greer, loving husband of 57 years to the late
Lora Pace Howell, and son of the late Furman Toy Howell and Agnes Bruce
Howell, died Monday, May 27, 2024. 
Bruce, a native and lifelong resident of Greer, graduated from Davenport High
School (now Greer High School). He was drafted into the United States Army,
where he served during WWII. After completing his military service, he
returned to Greer and worked in the engraving department at Taylors Mill.
Alongside his job at Taylors Mill, he sold and serviced Electrolux vacuum
cleaners. Bruce retired from the United States Postal Service after over 40
years of dedicated service. Even in retirement, he continued to maintain
Electrolux machines for his customers and transported cars for several local
dealerships, including Dick Brooks Honda in Greer. He also volunteered for
Greer Community Ministries delivering Meals on Wheels. 

 Bruce was a long-time member of Victor Baptist Church in Greer, where he
served as a leader, deacon, choir member, and Sunday School Director. On
September 10, 2023, the church honored him for his more than 70 years of
dedicated service to the church’s Sunday School. 
He is survived by his daughter, Lisa Jones (Justin) of Winston-Salem, NC; a
son, LaVerne Howell (Susan) of Greenville; a sister, Martha Greene of
Greenville; a grandson, Pace Howell; and a niece, Tanya Foushee (Ron). 
A Celebration of life will be held 11:00 a.m. Friday, May 31, 2024, at Victor
Baptist Church conducted by Rev. Ken Vickery and Rev. Justin Jones, with



visitation following the service until 1:00 p.m. The burial will be private for the
family.
