Mildred was born in Monticello, MS, and was an active member and supporter
of the various ministries of Redemption World Outreach Center. Mildred’s
passion was helping anyone in a time of need. She regularly prepared meals
for the homeless people in the Greenville area, the Greenville Women’s
Shelter and fellow residents of Scott Towers who were unable to prepare their
own meals. For many years, she has prepared shoes boxes each year and
handmade dolls to be distributed by Samaritan’s Purse at Christmas time.
Mildred was recognized for this in 1995 receiving the Jefferson Award for her
work. In 1996, she was one of ten recipients in the U.S. recognized by
Publishers Clearing House “Good As Gold” award.
