She assisted with Greenville Literacy for 3 years helping other individuals
learn how to read. She was also involved in numerous other charitable
organizations and enjoyed old movies, good books, gardening, sewing and
crossword puzzles. 

 Mrs. Ross is preceded in death by her husband, Gordon W. Ross. 
She is survived by her son, Timothy Ross (Anita); her daughter Pamela
Mckinney (Billy); a grandson, Keith Ross and a granddaughter, Valerie Ross.
